(Ursus arctos)

dio dobro ocuvanoga okolisa. Takoder,
medvjed je jako vazan dio nasega nasljeda i
nase zemlje.

Glavne prijetnje ocuvanju medvjeda

Autoceste i zeljeznicke pruge izravno utjecu na
medvjedu populaciju povecanjem smrtnosti
(sudari s vozilima) i neizravno komadanjem
zivotnog prostora medvjeda i posljedicnom
genetskom izolacijom. Smedi medvjedi mogu
napadati  stoku i sudjelovati  u  razlic¢itim
negativnim interakcijama s ljudima (unistavanje
vlasni$tva, dolazenje na otpad i priblizavanje
naseljima). To moze dovesti do slabijeg
prihvacanja medvjeda, odnosno ilegalnog
ubijanjaili zahtjeva za smanjivanje populacije Za
dugorocno prezivljavanje medvjeda kao vrste
posebno je znadajno prihvacanje od strane ljudi.
Sto moZemo u€initi?
Onemoguciti medvjedima pristup ljudskim
izvorima hrane vazan je prvi korak u
suzivotu s tom vrstom. Vrlo je vazno da
medvjedi ne povezuju hranu s ljudskom
prisutnos¢u, s$to je jedan od najvecih
problema u sukobima ljudi i medvjeda.
Zastititi vlasnistvo od napada medvjeda

koristenjem elektricne ograde ili pasa
¢uvara. Kada posjec¢ujete podrucje u kojem
obitavaju medvjedi, pobrinite se da ste
uodljivi, uvijek drzite pse na povodcu, nikad
ne prilazite medvjedici s mladima i nikad ne
ulazite u medvjedi brlog.

Medvjedi su turisticka atrakcija i mogu donijeti
ekonomsku i drustvenu korist lokalnim zajedni-
cama.

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Brown bear

(Ursus arctos)

is the largest carnivore in Europe and an
important  element  in  well-preserved
environments. Bear is also very important
natural heritage and is part of our land.

Main threats to bear conservation

Highways and rail roads have been impacting
bear populations directly through increased
mortality (vehicle collisions) and indirectly
through habitat fragmentation and genetic
isolation. Brown bears are known fo attack
livestock and engage in various other negative
human-bear interactions (property damage,
raiding trash, close proximity to human
settlements) leading fo low acceptance of
bears, that may be expressed through illegal
killings or increased culling quita demand.
Acceptance of bears among people is crucial
for their long term survival.

What can you do?

Preventing bears from accessing anthro-
pogenic food sources is an important first
step to living with this species. It is very
important that bear do not associate food
sources with human presence, one of the
main problems in human-bear conflicts.
Protect your property against the bear

damage with the use of electric fences or
livestock guarding dogs. When visiting
bear area make vyourself noticable,
always put your dog on a leash, never
approach bear cubs and never enter a
bear’s den.

What is a bear friendly label

Bears are fouristic attraction and can benefit
local communities, economically and socially.
Bear friendly label can be used by livestock
breeders, beekeepers, farmers, as well by
craftsmen, contributing to better coexistance
between bears and humans through the use
of bear friendly practices or through active
promotion of bear conservation.
